 We have done some research on the Belvel family in our genealogy library and could not find any information on the family or the killing of James Richardson.   An illustration of J.W. Richardson
farm in Jackson township is attached.  It was printed in the 1876  Andreas Atlas of Iowa.  I thought you might want a copy of the drawing as that is most likely James Ricardson's farm.

There are limited records when you go back to the 1870's.  While there most likely was a trial we do not have any court records going back to that time.  And no newspapers from that time.

As we do other research in our library if we would happen on to a tidbit of information of the killing or Richardson family we will be sure to let you know.
